Archery Team Program

Overview

(Revised Edition)
The Georgia Archery Association’s Board of Directors approved the Georgia Archery Team Program at a regularly scheduled meeting on January 14, 2006.

Simply put, the program is about making Georgia’s best archers better.  We have a lot of archery talent here in Georgia, both in shooters and coaches.  Hopefully, this program will put the two together to raise the proficiency of both groups.

The Program will consist of two levels.  One level will be an entry level for qualified archers who want to improve their shooting skill to a competitive level at state and regional tournaments.  This level shall be known as the Georgia Archery School. The second level will be for Georgia Archery School members who want to move up to national and international level competitions.  This level shall be known as the Georgia Archery Team.  

We will enlist certified Level II Instructors and Level III and IV Coaches in the GAA to work with archers in an advanced training program to make them better competitors.  

The program will be a serious training effort of archers who have demonstrated the ability to shoot well and have the desire to put in the work it will take to reach a level that will make them competitive at a state, collegiate and/or national level.  The key to the success of the program will be the coaches and instructors.  They also must have the desire to put in the quality time to develop their own coaching skills.  They must be able to create an individual training plan for the archer, set goals and do the things necessary to help the archer reach those goals.  This is a lot to ask of a volunteer, but as I said, it needs to be a serious program to be successful. 

The Coach should work with a Level II instructor as a team so the Instructor can not only assist the coach and archer but also learn from the coach on how to coach one-on-one at the same time.  

The team should be able to make an assessment of the archer’s equipment and skills to identify what areas can be improved to produce the most gains.  Specific, time definite goals that are attainable will be set with a progress review every 30 days.  Any goals not met will then be re-committed for the next thirty days. Careful records will be kept of practice sessions and specific work items will be assigned to the archer between face to face sessions. The archer will be expected to follow the training plan and also participate in competitions as the coach sees fit.

A training manual will be provided to the Coach and Instructor that contains material that will help guide the team in the development process.  

A team meeting of the archers and coaches will be held monthly to review progress as a group and to provide ongoing training for both the archers and coaches.

The Coach Teams and advanced archers will receive collared shirts with a GAA logo designating them as participants in the Georgia Archery Team Program.  The Georgia Archery School participants will receive a tee shirt with the program logo. Participants will also be able to purchase archery equipment at wholesale prices through the program.

Advanced archers may, If they qualify, have their entry fees into Regional and National competitions paid for by the program.  

Hotel room costs for up to two Coaches (up to $600 each) will be paid for if they accompany qualified archers to the Nationals.  The archers who are accepted into the program will pay a $25 per month fee to be in the program.  The program will run from November 1st through October 31st and the archers must qualify each year to be in the program.

This program will be a lot of hard work for both the Coach Team and the archer.  It will require a lot of time on everyone’s part, and that is difficult for people who also have jobs and families competing for their time already.  We, as Coaches and Instructors, must make the time if the archer is willing to do what we ask of them for they will be working harder than we will.  

Sure, there will be bumps along the way and some people will not be successful or pleased with the program because it doesn’t meet their specific need.  However, I think we can do more than we are doing now for archery in Georgia and I believe this program can help, if done right. 

This program document spells out how the program works and what the responsibilities are for all those involved.  I’m sure as we get further along with the process, changes to the program will be made.  I am always open to suggestions and comments of a constructive nature.  Working together, I’m sure we can make this a success.  Please contact me if you have any questions about the program.

The Georgia Archery Team Program

The purpose of the Georgia Archery Team Program is to provide guidance and coaching to archers who are committed to improving their target archery skills with the intention of competing in tournaments on a state, regional and national level. The program will be a serious training activity with reasonable goals. Accountability will be in the form of frequent and accurate progress reports as well as competition performance. 

Program Structure

Participation:

· The Program is open to male and female archers who meet the program entry requirements in both the recurve and compound divisions 

· The Program will have two levels.  The first level will be a developmental level known as the Georgia Archery School.  The second level will be an advanced level known as the Georgia Archery Team.  Future Georgia Archery Team members will be selected from the Georgia Archery School.

· The Program will run from November 1st through October 31st each year it is in effect.

The Program Director and Assistant Director:
· Must be a current USAA certified Regional Coach or Level IV Coach.

· Program Director shall be appointed by the President of the GAA. The Assistant Director shall be appointed by the Program Director.

· Term of office for both will coincide with the term of the appointing President and both shall serve at the pleasure of the President.   

The Coaches:

· The Coaches will be appointed by the Program Director.

· Must be a current Community Coach, Level III, Regional Coach, or Level IV USAA certified Coach.

· Will recruit an Intermediate Instructor or a Level II NAA certified Instructor as an assistant, if possible.

· Must be able to volunteer sufficient time to the archer to meet the planned goals.

The Instructors:

· Will be selected by the Coach and serve as a two person team.

· Must be a current Intermediate Instructor or Level II NAA Certified Instructor.

· Must be willing to volunteer sufficient time to assist the Coach in administering the Program.

The GAA:

· Will have the responsibility to insure the program is fully funded each year.
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Responsibilities:

Director:

· Must be willing to volunteer sufficient time to administer the Program.

· Set direction and goals for the program.

· Review and approve / disapprove applications for qualified participants. 

· Provide a package of training materials to the Coaches.

· Evaluate coach and archer’s plans and progress.

· Make a quarterly progress report to the GAA Board of Directors (BOD). 

· Will hold a quarterly meeting with all Coach / Instructor teams to review the Program.

· Will submit a yearly budget request to the GAA Board of Directors at the end of October for the next calendar year.

Assistant Director:

· Coordinate communication to/from Coaches and assist with evaluation reports.

· Provide continuing education materials to Coaches.

· Keep all records of Coach/Archer teams.

· Assist in preparation of BOD report and annual budget.

Coaches:

· Meet with parents of archers under the age of 18 prior to start of program.

· Make written evaluation of applicant’s equipment and shooting skill.
· Submit evaluation and recommendations with application for the program.
· Prepare and submit an agreed upon training plan within one week of starting program.
· Submit monthly progress report of plan along with any proposed changes.
· Recruit Intermediate or Level II Instructor as assistant, if possible.


Instructors:

· Assist Coaches with administering the training program.

· Keep training records and logs of each participant.

· Help Coach develop training plan for each archer based on skills evaluation.

· Complete progress reports and maintain current training materials.

Archers:

· Must post a qualifying score to become eligible for the program.
· Must qualify on a yearly basis.

· Must be current member of NAA to be in the program.

· Archers under 18 years of age must maintain a “C” scholastic grade average.

· Agree to a written training plan and follow the plan.  Written training plan will be filed with Program Director and along with archers logs will be reviewed at quarterly meetings.

· Responsible for the cost of and maintenance of their own equipment.

· Must shoot GAA Qualifying score (to be determined) to go to Regional and National tournaments. 
(Entry fees to be paid by GAA)

· Archer must pay a $25 monthly fee to participate in the program. (payable quarterly)

      GAA:

· Will insure the Program is fully funded according to approved annual budget.

· Will provide tournament entry fees for Regional and National Tournaments to archers who meet qualifying requirements for sponsorship.

· Will provide one polo-type shirt for Georgia Archery Team members with GAA logo and Georgia Archery Team designation at no cost to the archer. Archers may purchase extra shirts at their cost. 

· Will provide a Tee-shirt with a GAA logo and Georgia Archery School designation at no cost to the archer.  Archers may purchase extra shirts at their cost.

· Will also provide polo – type shirts to the Director, Assistant Director and Coach/Instructor Teams.(1 shirt each)

· Will provide a training manual for each of the Coach/Instructor teams.

· Will pay up to $100 per day hotel room cost each for up to six days for up to two Coaches to attend National Outdoor Championship. (max $600 per Coach)

· Will provide archery equipment at dealer cost plus shipping and state tax.

Qualifying Requirements
For eligibility and application:

· To qualify for application privileges for the Georgia Archery School, a JOAD archer must shoot a witnessed score equal or better than the Archer ranking at either indoor or outdoor distances at the appropriate target size under JOAD rules.  The archer must be a current member in the NAA.
· To qualify for application privileges for the Georgia Archery School, Adult archers must shoot a witnessed score equal or better than the Archer ranking in the Adult Senior Training Program.  The archer must be a current member of the NAA.
· It should be noted that JOAD Cubs and Bowman may also compete as Cadets if they so desire.  They must shoot witnessed scores that would equal or better the Archer ranking at the Cadet distance and target sizes.  

· Eligible archers who wish to enter the program must complete a Georgia Archery Team Program Application along with a Skills Evaluation form completed by a Level III or Level IV Coach and submit these with a $75 fee payment to be applied to the first quarter upon acceptance into the program. If not accepted, the $75 fee will be refunded.  Applications for entry into the Program must be submitted no later than October 1st each year.  Selections for the next program year will be made by October 31st.  Program fees must be received no later than November 1, February 1, May 1, and August 1 to remain in the program. If fees are not received by the due date, the archer will be removed from the program.  Reinstatement will be made only upon receipt of the quarterly fee plus a late payment fee of $20. 

· Seniors must submit a signed Waiver of Liability with application.

· Parents or guardian must submit signed Waiver of Liability and permission to participate for applicants under the age of 18.

· Eligibility for the Program extends from November 1st through October 31st each year.

· Acceptance into the program will be dependent upon the availability of Coaches and Instructors.
